Nathan Alterman- in Film and Music: Documentary and Live Concert by Nathan Slor
A Proposal

The relationship of Israelis and poetry in daily life is quite phenomenal. Perhaps this is due to the fact that in the early days of Zionism and the revival of Hebrew as a modern spoken language, anyone who could write verse, was immediately engaged both as a poet and a lyricist. Thus, Israeli popular music, throughout the decades, has always been abundant with tunes set to high-brow poetry.
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Nathan Slor- an Israeli musician has begun his own –personal – search into the lives and creativity of two poets: Nathan Alterman (one of the greatest poets in Jewish history and arguably the most influential creative figure in 20th century Israel), and his daughter Tirtza Atar. This musician and singer, Nathan Slor, had avoided any contact with the burden of the legacy of Alterman, his grandfather after whom he was named, and Atar, his mother, as well as his ancestors’ troubled lives and his mother’s tragic death when he was a young boy. Recently, however, Slor began reconnecting, personally and musically, with his ancestors’ incredible treasures. In 2011 Israel Broadcast Authority and Antenna production produced  an hour-long documentary about Nathan Slor’s rediscovery of Nathan Alterman.

In addition to film, Nathan Slor will give a live concert of treasured poetry set to music by Alterman and Atar.  Slor has been performing his ancestors’ music for a few years now, to a great success (see biography) in Israel’s major music and arts festivals, including the Israel Festival.

Nathan Slor 
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Nathan Slor was born and raised in Tel-Aviv.  He graduated from the "Rimon-school of jazz and contemporary music"(1999) and "Beit Zvi-school of the performing arts" (2006).
For many years he has performed extensively throughout Israel with shows presenting Israeli classics, poetry events and events about literature and theatre. He appears regularly in tribute events held for Israeli poets and composers produced by "the Cameri Theater," "Tzavta" and a series by Dan Almagor. He has performed in Israel's major music festivals amongst them the Israel Festival, the Piano Festival, the Song-Days Festival, Ein-Gev Festival, the Poet Festival held in Metula, Kfar Blum Festival and more. In recent years he has worked with Israel's leading musicians and actors: Hana Maron, Rona Kenan, Yona Attari, Ahuva Ozeri, Leora Rivlin, Roni Alter, Quami, Karni Postel, DJ Offer Nissim and more. He has also written and composed music for theater including 'Alon's Smile', 'the Blondes', 'the Rose Tattoo' and more. For the last decade Slor has collaborated with Asnat Sybil in a variety of shows amongst them "Nathan Alterman, Moments", "Alon's Smile" and more.

You Could Say: Natan’s Search for Alterman
Nathan Slor embarks on a journey in search of his grandfather, Nathan Alterman, one of the greatest poets in Jewish history and arguably the most influential creative figure in 20thcentury Israel. Slor – who is named after his grandfather but never knew him – visits integral sites from Alterman’s life, while creating a dialogue between that world of the past and his own creative one in the present. Slor (the son of poet Tirza Atar) meets his grandfather’s family and friends, as well as experts on Alterman’s works – and he also reveals previously unseen personal documents that belonged to his grandfather. By uniting with his family and tracing his grandfather’s work and passions, Slor grows closer to the legendary personality – and he also emerges from the shadow of one of the most notable families in Israeli cultural history.
